The Boy Scouts of America was founded in 1910 by William D. Boyce, a prominent business man from Chicago.  Boyce learned about Scouting while passing through London in 1909. Boyce had become lost in the dense London fog, but was guided back to his destination by a young boy, who told him that he was merely doing his duty as a Boy Scout. Boyce met with Boy Scouts and Girl Guides founder, Lord Robert Baden Powell, and read his printed material on Scouting.  On his return to the United States, he formed the Boy Scouts of America.
The current mission statement of the BSA is "to prepare young people to make ethical and moral choices over their lifetimes by instilling in them the values of the Scout Oath and Law.” 
The Boy Scout Oath
On my honor, I will do my best To do my duty to God and my country and to obey the Scout Law; To help other people at all times; To keep myself physically strong, mentally awake and morally straight. 

The Boy Scout Law

A Scout is: Trustworthy, Loyal, Helpful, Friendly, Courteous, Kind, Obedient, Cheerful, Thrifty, Brave, Clean, and Reverent.

(As a point of interest, William Boyce was born in Allegheny County in a house on what are now the grounds of Boyce Park.)

The Girl Scouts were founded in Savannah, Georgia on March 12, 1912 by Juliette Gordon Low.  Low spent several years searching for something useful to do with her life. Her search ended in 1911 in London, England, when she met Sir Robert Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scouts and Girl Guides, and became interested in the new youth movement. 

Less than a year later, she returned to the United States. Juliette Low gathered 18 girls to register the first troop of American Girl Guides. The name of the organization was changed to Girl Scouts the following year. 
Their mission statement: Girl Scouting builds girls of courage, confidence, and character, who make the world a better place.

On my honor, I will try: to serve God and my country, to help people at all times, and to live by the Girl Scout Law.

I will do my best to be honest and fair, friendly and helpful, considerate and caring, courageous and strong, and responsible for what I say and do, and to respect myself and others, respect authority, use resources wisely, make the world a better place, and be a sister to every Girl Scout.
